		· Site checked prior to session, staff to remain at the front of the activity site and prevent others entering the area


· Participants made aware of the risks associated with the activity and group briefing to emphasise safety, especially arrows only pointing at the targets


· All sessions to be run in accordance with GNAS guidelines and with special consideration to safety zones and correct operational procedures.


· Bow weight and size suitable for the user, ensure that the correct length of arrow is used. 


· Ensure that long sleeved tops are worn, check position of arm, use arm guards where appropriate, be particularly aware with adult women


· All moving of equipment to take regard of weight and the use of correct lifting techniques


· Blunt arrows to be removed. 


· Appropriate clothing to be worn i.e. long sleeves, forearm guards
