· Staff to know location of and how to operate fire alarm, electics, water, first aid equipment and incident logs.

· Duty person to be present and capable of dealing with incidents/queries

· Chef preparing meals to hold relevant Food Hygiene Certificates

	· All staff, and visitors to observe the speed limit 10mph.  No go zone near tractor to be enforced.

· Hazards to be explained to the group in the Safety Induction, the playing file should be used for all sports activities

· Safety Induction to explain Peat Rigg procedures, especially with regard to smoking areas, alarms tested at the beginning of each course, evacuation procedures explained. All staff will have read the fire safety procedures and duty staff responsibilities

· Annual and 6 monthly checks of Fire alarm system, emergency lighting, fire detectors and fire extinguishers

· Annual and bi-annual PAT testing of all electrical appliances

· Danger of bunk beds to be explained in the safety induction. Running on stairs and in the centre to be controlled by all staff

· All staff CRB checked and have read and comply with the Peat Rigg Child protection policy

· Use of hot water boiler to be monitored and will not be made available for younger groups. Clients assisting in the kitchen will not be allowed to use the oven or hob.

· Clients to be kept out of any area where farming activities are being conducted. Staff to be aware of any tups in any of the fields. Clients to be kept away from any horses in the fields

· Safety Induction to reinforce the Peat Rigg anti-bullying policy. Horseplay bad behaviour to be addressed and individuals disciplined or removed if appropriate 

· Peat Rigg drug and alcohol policy to be explained in the safety induction. Clients to be sent home, in discussion with accompanying staff, if this policy is breached

· Visiting staff to provide medical information about each client on a course. Information to be re-checked on arrival at Peat Rigg. All information to be shared with all staff who will have responsibilities for the group.

· Emergency Contact numbers  - laminated copy in office.

· Visiting members of staff to be informed of Peat Rigg night time duty member of staff.

· All Peat Rigg staff to follow the Kitchen procedures and maintain the highest standards of hygiene, including when away from the centre for packed lunches or overnight stays. Clients to be encouraged to play their part by washing hand
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
