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Risk Assessments

The following risk assessments are part of the ongoing process by Peat Rigg Training Centre to ensure safety to all participants.  If an incident occurs it will be logged and looked at in detail to find any learning points or ways in which policies/procedures can be modified to control any hazard/risk.

Scoring System for hazard score

The hazard score represents the likelihood of a hazard occurring, the frequency of it occurring, the severity and/or the potential outcome.

Probability Score:
1.
Extremely unlikely to occur.


10.
Quite Probably will occur.

Outcome Scores:

(Approximate Guide)  

1. Discomfort/Anxiety.

2. Shock/Emotional.
3. Graze/Bruise.
4. Cut.
5. Sprain/Strain.
6. Bad Cut.
7. Fracture/Dislocation (without major shock).
8. Fracture/Dislocation (with major shock and/or complications).
9. Unconsciousness (due to injury/accident).
10.  Death.

NB: these risk assessments do not include medical conditions (ie. epilepsy, asthma and diabetes), where these conditions are present, and noted on pre-course information sheets, arrangements for medication and supervision will be made, along with activity management, to minimise the risk of triggering/agitating any condition.
